NOTICE is hereby given that the City Council of the City of Redlands, County of San Bernardino, State of California, will hold a public hearing on the following project:
Resolution No. 8086 (Specific Plan No. 26, Amendment No. 3) - A proposal to amend Specific Plan No. 26 (Brookside Meadows Specific Plan), to permit fast food restaurants with drive through services as conditionally permitted uses within the Commercial land use district. The project site is located near the northeast corner of Alabama Street and Barton Road (APNs: 0293-172-16-0000, 0293-172-17-0000, 0293-172-18-0000 and 0292-211-36-0000). The project is exempt from environmental review pursuant to Section 15061(b)(3) of the California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines, as there is no possibility of causing significant environmental effects; and
Resolution No. 8085 (Conditional Use Permit No. 480, Revision No. 4) – A request to construct a multi-tenant commercial building, approximately 4,052 square feet in size, with a drive-through lane for a future restaurant use, located on an existing undeveloped pad within an existing shopping center (Brookside Plaza). The project also proposes to revise the Conditional Use Permit’s existing conditions of approval to accommodate the addition of fast food drive through uses within the shopping center. The project is located at 1500 Barton Road, approximately 330 feet east of Alabama Street, in the Commercial District of Specific Plan No. 26 (APN: 0293-172-16-0000). The project is exempt from environmental review in accordance with Section 15303 (New Construction of Small Structures) of the California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines.
